To Inspire. It’s no easy feat, but so important. Middle School is the abyss between youth 
and pre-adulthood where you feel stuck. I guess that’s why it’s called “Middle” School. We 
all can agree; our students need guidance. They need something that ignites passion and 
helps them shape and form their future selves. Through research conducted nationwide, 
8th grade was identified as the best opportunity to help a child begin to define their future 
career. It’s the perfect age for mentorship and guided experiences, as they are beginning 
to select their coursework for high school. The question becomes, how can you truly 
demonstrate to a 13-year-old what it’s like to actually work for a company? How can 
you help them envision all the opportunities that are within any given industry?  

This is where Junior Achievement steps in; it’s what we do! As the liaison between the 
business world and education, we created JA Inspire, an event like no other, to bridge the 
gap between the classroom and the workforce. For almost 3,000 students and educators 
combined, JA Inspire unleashes an experience of full immersion into the world of work. 
Working with economic experts, we identified the 9 industries that would showcase the 
wide-range of opportunities that are available to our future graduates. We partnered with 
over 150 businesses to bring a hands-on, interactive, experiential learning experience to 
those students. Our in-classroom career exploration curriculum helped students to prepare 
for their JA Inspire experience by guiding them through a process of identifying their likes, 
dislikes, strengths, and weaknesses. Upon identifying these key elements, students were 
given a customized list of ideal jobs to explore during their experience. 

I want you to imagine arriving to a huge convention center and walking into a space filled 
with companies demonstrating what it’s truly like to be a nurse, an engineer, a financial 
planner, a farmer, and even a rocket scientist! No long presentations and more than just 
brochures and handouts. I’m talking rocket ships, cranes, Humvees, fire trucks, mock 
emergency rooms, animals, and even virtual reality stimulations! Students were equipped 
with a workbook to interview exhibitors about their careers, including, skill, salary, and 
education requirements.  They were able to do a hands-on activity at each exhibit to see 
what it would really feel like to “do” the job. Can you imagine getting to work on a power 
line or fly a plane when you’re in the 8th grade? Or learning a hospital needs attorneys, 
accountants, and marketing to operate? How about learning all professionals who work in 
construction are not just carpenters, and agriculture professionals include food scientists and 
veterinarians?

Seeing their eyes of wonder and hearing their comments of amazement is something myself, 
JA staff, and any person in attendance that day will never forget. As a community, we should 
all be proud of what we accomplished that day. It was the day a future educator, scientist, 
lawyer, accountant, banker, nurse, doctor, or contractor realized… “I can do anything and 
anything is possible.” An event of this size requires the dedication, organization, and hard 
work of an entire community, but the lasting results and unforgettable impact make all of it 
worthwhile. I sincerely thank you for being a part of it all; it was pretty cool.

PROGRAM OVERVIEW

JA Inspire is more than a career fair. 
It’s a hands-on experience designed to connect students to the world of work. At JA Inspire, students are 
exposed to local industry and career opportunities by: 

       Using their hands and learning by the art of doing; often using equipment or tools used on a job

       Building connections with top-notch local business and industry leaders

The full program consists of three segments: Pre-experience in-classroom sessions presented by the 
classroom teacher, the hands-on JA Inspire experience, and an in-classroom post-experience debrief and 
reflection.

The JA Inspire curriculum is based on 4 core session topics and 
supported by six curriculum videos. 
The classroom teacher guides students through the curriculum to ensure students are prepared and equipped 
to explore career interests and ask questions about the skills required to obtain those careers.

•	 Students identify next steps, including exploration of high school coursework 
and other research.

•	 Students compose thank you notes to businesses of their choice.
